Tip 1: Advise your child on
time spent online

e Ask your child what he/she enjoys doing online.

e Through conversations, decide together how
much time he/she should spend online (i.e. set
screen time limit).

e Make a firm decision on the off-limit hours such
as bed time and meal times.

e Encourage him/her to engage in more tech-free
Interaction (e.g. outdoor activities) and less
digital screen time.

e Regularly check with your child about the
types of conversations in their chat groups
or social media.

friend/classmate is getting bullied online.

e Explain to him/her the necessity of parental control
and privacy filters, if you intend to install them in
their digital devices.
